3. As you listened to the message, what stood out to you? Share with the group. 
 

4. Jeff listed 5 causes of heart trouble when it comes to us sharing God’s heart for the 
one. Which one(s) hit home for you? Explain why you think they did. 
 

5. Would you add any other causes of heart trouble to this list? If so, explain. 
 

 

Apply & Respond 
6. This 6-week message series is all about rediscovering the heart of God for people who 

don’t yet know Him. If you decide to talk with someone about Jesus, but you don’t have 
God’s heart for that person, describe how you think it might go.
