Wk 2 - Feb 7, 2021 - Salt & Light (Matt 5:13-16)
Jesus wants us to be salt and light for His Kingdom expansion.

Wk 3 - February 14, 2021 - Life in the Kingdom 1 (Matt 5:17-26)
The Law is fulfilled not by external rules but by loving God and loving others.

Wk 4 - February 21, 2021 - Life in the Kingdom 2 (Matt 5:27-37)
This is not about trying harder, it’s about living out our identities as followers 

of Jesus. We are new creations with new hearts.

Wk 5 - February 28, 2021 - Life in the Kingdom 3 (Matt 5:38-48)
Don’t seek to repay evil with evil, but love mercy. Pray and keep on praying 

for your enemies. Bless them and do not curse. 

Wk 6 - March 7, 2021 - Actions of the Kingdom (Matt 6:1-18)
We are motivated to live the upside down way of Jesus by a desire to 
please God in gratitude for what He has done for us through Jesus.

Wk 7 - Mar 14, 2021 - Our Focus in the Kingdom (Matt 6:19-34)
We can trust that God knows what we need and loves to provide.

Wk 8 - Mar 21, 2021 - Relating Rightly in the Kingdom (Mt 7:1-6, 15-23)
Jesus teaches us to be wise and discerning but not condemning 

and judgmental

Wk 9 - Mar 28, 2021 - Invitation to the Kingdom (Matt 7:13-14, 24-29)
Jesus calls us to decide: will we build our lives on Him and Him alone?
