Connect & Review 
1. Have you ever been in some type of apprentice relationship? This could be in any area

Investigate & Dig  
2. As you listened to the message, what stood out to you? Did you gain any greater 

understanding of what it means to be a disciple of Jesus? Did your paradigm of what 
discipleship is change at all? Answer what and why. 
 

3. Read Matthew 7:24-27; John 8:31; James 1:19-27. How do these verses contribute to 
your understanding of discipleship? 

 
 

Apply & Respond 
4. How are you intentionally making time to spend with the Lord? If you do not currently 

do this, what is a step you can take to begin spending time with Jesus? 
 

5. As you spend time with Jesus, how do you know if you personally are becoming more 
like Jesus? 
 

6. Are you prayerfully going into your community and world as a sent person to join Jesus 
in His mission?  If not, what are the barriers for you? 
 

7. Encourage everyone in the group to read the Gospel selections on the back of the notes 
for the week and journal what stands out to them. Be prepared to begin next week’s 
gathering by sharing the answer to the question from this week, “What did you learn 
from Jesus today that is inspiring you to live more like Him?”
