T. Thanksgiving-Give thanks to God for Who He is and what He 
     does
S. Supplication-Take time to ask God for you needs and the needs of 
     others

The P.R.A.Y. Model
P. Pause-Remember who you are talking to & acknowledge Him
R. Rejoice-Rejoice/give thanks for who God is and for what He does
A. Ask-Lay your requests before Him
Y. Yield-Confess sin and surrender yourself to the King and 
     His Kingdom
