We’re blessed to have spiritual leaders who help us grow 
and mature in Christ. Below you’ll find their 4 primary responsibilities, 
with a link to learn who serves as an elder.

•	 Shepherding – Shepherd our staff and church family through 
listening, care, visits, teaching and offering wisdom. (Acts 20:28; 
1 Tim. 5:17; 1 Pet. 5:1-3)

•	 Accountability – Evaluate and give honest input to Senior Leadership Team as they 
discern God’s vision for our church. Hold the staff accountable to live and lead in the 
way of Jesus. (Acts 15:6, 22, 28)

•	 Prayer – Responsible to cover the church family with continual prayer and be ready to 
pray with any who are sick or desire prayer. (James 5:14-15)

•	 Discipline – To ensure the spirit of our church family remains healthy, we must have 
conversations and confront any concerns that arise (Rom. 12:18; 1 Cor. 6:1-6; Gal. 6:1; 
Eph. 4:2-6; 2 Tim. 2:25-26)
